KS1/Early Years (Infants – Reception, Y1 & Y2 children) Disco – 3.30-4.45pm
This time round we have brought the starting times forward so that the KS1/Early Years Disco begins straight after school. This will reduce the number of journeys parents/carers have to make to and from school, and will also mean an earlier finish. The children will need to bring their disco clothes in their bag in the morning so that they can get changed and ready towards the end of the afternoon. KS1/Early Years children will also need to bring their spending money (a small amount, no more than £2) in a small purse, envelope or money bag clearly marked with the child’s name. The child’s disco ticket will also need to be placed inside this purse, envelope or money bag which they will hand to their teacher for safekeeping during the day.

For KS2 parents could we please ask that (as usual) you bring your children to the main entrance and assist us by taking their coats home with you, bringing them back when you return to collect the children.

Would you please note that, as usual, parents will not be able to stay with the children at either of the discos.  Staff will be present to supervise, as always.

Disco tickets will be on sale from Tuesday 26th November, priced at £1 per ticket.

Tickets for these performances will be sold at the cost of £1 each from Tuesday 3rd December at the main school office.  

Please would parents/carers be reminded that in order to ensure that all parents of children in Key Stage 2 have the opportunity to see their child in one of the three shows, tickets are restricted to two per family (not two per child), as has been usual in recent years. Admittance is by ticket only, so please advise grandparents and other family members that they won’t be able to pay at the door. Please also be aware that we are not able to hold tickets for anyone, nor can telephone requests be accepted.

 We also remind you that any unsold tickets which are left will be sold on a first come, first served basis on the morning of the performance from 8.30am.
